How to use your watch

THE POWER RESERVE

The power reserve of a watch corresponds to the period of time between
two consecutive windings, during which it will run without being worn
on the wrist. When the watch stops, manual winding is recommended
(at least 50 turns of the crown) to give the watch a minimum of power
reserve when putting it back on your wrist.

a. Black power reserve:
Shows that the movement is fully wound.
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b. Red & black power reserve:
The watch is still functional, but the reserve is reaching its limit.

c. Red power reserve:
The movement has no more reserve and it needs to be wound.
